The Holiday Art Sale
was in conjunction with
the Main Street
Portsmouth Downtown
Holiday Open House.

Individual local artists
were featured and   sev-
eral downtown mer-

chants agreed to adopt
an artist allowing them to
display their artwork and
perhaps create some art
in the stores and restau-
rants.

The Holiday Art Sale
was a cooperative effort
among  the Portsmouth
Area Arts Council, Main
Street Portsmouth and
the City of Portsmouth to
promote area artists and
bring attention to com-
mercial sites for lease
and revitalization.

The program is community-
driven economic development
program created by the
National Trust for Historic
Preservation. The Main Street
focus is to revitalize traditional
downtown business districts
and renovate and preserve
historic commercial buildings.

The Main Street approach
has successfully revitalized
downtowns in more than
1,600 communities nation-
wide, generating over 16 bil-
lion dollars of re-investment in
those communities.

Volunteer committees of
Main Street Portsmouth work
on each of these aspects.
Using annual work plans, the
committees seek to accom-
plish their goals.
